When Harriet Tubman was born she was born a slave. When she heard her master was dead and his house would be sold she decided to escape to freedom in Pennsylvania. She thought it was nice to be free and she decided to free other people. She needed enough money for her first mission so she worked part time jobs. Harriet Tubman led at least 200 people to freedom. She made at least fifteen trips to the south to free people. She also traveled to Baltimore to save her two sisters and her two children. Harriet Tubman was a big part of the Underground Railroad. The Underground Railroad was a community of people and that helped slaves to freedom. Harriet Tubman was a master at planning the escapes. She even threatened to shoot a passenger that wasn’t really sure about escaping.
